We are excited to continue promoting
Idaho-Eastern Oregon onions and hope to increase that number this
year.
The mission will include group meetings with Mexican onion
importers and buyers and, as time allows, visits with onion growers
and packing sheds around the Idaho-Oregon border, including the
growing areas of Parma, Idaho, and Nyssa, Oregon.
