The China International Import Expo (CIIE) is an import-themed, China

national-level expo backed by the Chinese government where on-site
business is heavily encouraged and expected to occur. WUSATA will
work closely with its in-country China contractor to organize a
product showcase at CIIE in Shanghai, hosting a 15sqm booth
pavilion for 6 companies. The booth will be located within the
American Pavilion of the food and agriculture hall, organized by
AmCham Shanghai and USDA.

In 2024, CIIE, welcomed over 480,000 professional buyers and
visitors, generating an estimated US$70 billion in intended turnover.
Buyers represented more than 127 countries and regions, and the
U.S. Pavilion featured 14 exhibitors representing 31 companies, with
over US$711.4 million in MOUs signed on-site. The expo has proven
to be a powerful venue for cultivating high value business leads and
international partnerships.
